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Adjustments to Household Survey
Population Estimates in January 2017

Household survey data beginning in January 2017 reflect updated population estimates, also
referred to as population controls. These are independent estimates of population used to weight
the household survey sample results to reflect the civilian noninstitutional population age 16 and
older.

The U.S. Census Bureau develops the population estimates for the household survey. Each year,
the Census Bureau adjusts the estimates to include the latest information about population
change and to incorporate any improvements in the estimation methodology.

The population adjustments incorporated with household survey data for January 2017 reflect
updated birth and death statistics, new estimates of net international migration, and
methodological improvements to the estimation process.

This year, the Census Bureau’s methodological improvements included changes in the estimation
of the foreign-born emigration subcomponent of net international migration. These method
changes resulted in higher foreign-born emigration and lower overall net international migration
than previously estimated. See the Vintage 2016 Methodology release notes and documentation
on the Census Bureau’s website for additional information.

Following usual Bureau of Labor Statistics practice, official household survey estimates for
December 2016 and earlier months were not revised.

To show the impact on the labor force data, the Bureau of Labor Statistics uses special
tabulations of December data that incorporate the new population controls.

When applied to December 2016, the updated controls decreased the estimated size of the
civilian noninstitutional population 16 years and over by 831,000, the civilian labor force by
508,000, employment by 487,000, unemployment by 21,000, and the number of persons not in
the labor force by 323,000. The total unemployment rate, the labor force participation rate, and
the employment-population ratio were not affected. See the accompanying table for the
population control adjustment effects on labor force series for key demographic groups.
